We would like to invite you to participate in the 
VIth International Workshop on “Microwave Discharges: Fundamentals and Applications”, from Monday, 11th to Friday, 16th September 2006, which will take place in the Rest House of the Russian Academy of Sciences located 50 km to the North-West of Moscow in a picturesque place of the Moscow region close to Zvenigorod - one of the oldest towns of Russia. Zvenigorod was founded in 1152 in the high bank of the Moskva-river. At present the population of Zvenigorod is of 15000. This region is known as "Russian Switzerland". The weather in September in Moscow region is usually warm and soft. This period of the year is called in Russia an Indian summer.

General Information

International Workshop "Microwave Discharges: Fundamentals and Applications" is a three year periodical meeting which is held by turns in Russia and out of it. The main purpose is to discuss recent achievements in the study of microwave plasma, to identify directions for future research, and to promote close relationship between scientists from different countries.

Conference Scope
The scientific program covers all modern aspects of microwave discharges connecting fundamental research and applications. The preliminary topics of the workshop are:

· methods of microwave plasma generation, 

· high and low pressure microwave discharges,

· continuous wave and pulsed microwave discharges, 

· interaction of microwaves with a plasma, 

· discharge modelling, and diagnostics, 

· application of microwave plasma (surface treatment, etching, film deposition, growth of structures, ecology, improvement of burning process, light sources, analytical chemistry, etc). 

Selected topics of closely-related gas discharges problems will be also discussed. 

Invited and Contributed Papers, Publications
The International Scientific Committee (ISC) will select speakers to give general lectures, short talks or poster presentations. To allow the selection, an one page abstract is required. Abstracts will be published in a booklet and will be handed out at the beginning of the Workshop. Speakers of general lectures are requested to submit an article of up to 10 A4 pages and speakers of topical lectures are requested to submit an article of up to 6 A4 pages until the start of the workshop. Selected posters will be also published in format up to 6 A4 pages until the start of the Workshop Authors of selected posters will be informed by the Organizing Committee.  The proceedings of the Workshop will be refereed and published as a book after the Workshop. The  LOC will send the proceedings to all registered participants immediately after publishing. For publishing an article in the proceedings it is necessary that at least one of the authors is registered and participated. Guidelines for 10 page papers will be given in the second announcement.
