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Abstract submission  
Abstracts for publication are to be submitted by e-mail as an attached file. When preparing the abstract, please take the following into account. The length is limited to two A4-size pages. The sequence of presentation is the following: title; the names of contributors with initials; affiliation; text of the abstract with included tables, figures and captions; list of references.  
Sheet size  — А4. Margins: upper  — 1.5; lower  — 1.5; left — 2.5; right — 1.5, from the edge to the running head — 1.25, to the running foot — 1.25.
Type — Times New Roman, for the text -  — 10 pt font, for the title – 12 pt, bold, headlines in the centre, 10pt; subtitles- 10pt, bold italics.  Spacing – single, indention of the first paragraph line – 1.0. Text layout – in width. All Latin and Greek letters in the text, formulas (except subscripts) and tables – in italics; numbers – Roman type.  
Units of physical values. Please be guided by the SI system. The units are to be Roman typed (Pa, Wt/m2, Joule/(kg·К) etc).
Numbers and signs in the text. One-figure numbers should be written in letters; great numbers -  in letters and numbers, abridged (for instance, 20 th., 5 mln, 3 bln). The range of values should be written as: 17 – 20 mm, from 17 to 20 mm. The mathematical characters =, <, > etc. are to be used only in formulas. Within the text, the words “greater, smaller, equal to” should be used. As the decimal digit, a point is used (for example, 0.98).
The tables are to be numbered if they are more than one. The title is necessary, when the table is of primary importance; for subsidiary tables – no titles. Blank columns (with unavailable data) are to be marked by a dash. The tables are isolated from the text by one-line spacing. The table titles – in lowercase letters. The tables are to be created using the Microsoft Word Table. Entitled if the table is important and untitled if it is not.   
Mathematical formulas. The formula is separated from the text by upper and lower horizontal blanks. The ordinal numbers are assigned to the major formulas referred to in the text; the numbers are put in round brackets at the right-side edge. Continuous numbering will be applied. The formula symbols are to be deciphered. The signs of mathematical functions (sin, ctg, arcsin, sh, Arsh, grad, rot, div, lim, exp, ln, lg) are in Roman type. The formulas, typed in font editors Microsoft Equation or MathType are to have the following character sizes: common subscripts — 10 pt, large subscripts — 6 pt, small subscripts — 4 pt, large symbols — 20 pt, small symbols — 10 pt.
The figures are to be numbered, if they are more than one. Instead of captions over the Figures, numerical or literal designations should be used, with elucidation in the caption under the figure. In addition, every figure (without the caption) should be submitted as   an individual file. The formats recommended for the figure’s originals are BMP, JPG, TIF, PCX; resolution -  — 300(600 dpi; the  caption font – 10 pt. 
Abbreviations should be deciphered. 
The list of references should fit the standard rules, given at the end, in the order of appearance in the text. Surname, First name – in clarendon, - 10 pt. No unpublished data should be referred to. The references in the text are to be given in square brackets, such as [1], [2, 3], [4 – 7].
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
